Along with all of
our other indoor and outdoor programs, we are again offering two all-day
programs. Continuing the all-day programs focusing on Day 1, Day 2 and Day

of Day 3. “The Fight on the Federal Right, July 2 & July 3” will concentrate on
the Culp’s Hill area. And for First Corps members, Licensed Battlefield Guide
Tim Smith will present “The Other Round Top.” Not a First Corps member? It’s
easy to upgrade; contact our membership department at 717-338-1243 or
membership@gettysburgfoundation.org. The Members’ Lounge will be open
on Saturday morning with coffee and light refreshments. Come hang out while
waiting for the buses, and don’t forget the banquet and fundraising auctions
on Saturday night.

Don’t forget to bring your hiking shoes, water and foul-
weather gear “just in case.” All tours will pr oceed rain or shine!

Friday, April 23, 2010
4 p.m. – 7 p.m.: Registration packet pick-up in the lobby of the Eisenhower II Hotel
4 p.m. – 9 p.m.: Merchandise Room open
6 p.m. – 9 p.m.: Members’ Lounge open
7 p.m.: “Maj. Gen. Winfield Scott Hancock” Presented by John Deppen
John began making appearances as Maj. Gen. Winfield Scott Hancock in 1997. In this program, John, as Gen. Hancock, relates the story
of the three days of the Battle of Gettysburg, in which Hancock played a decisive role. Following his first-person presentation, John
returns to discuss the rest of Hancock’s life, including his run for the White House in 1880. The program will be held in the Ballroom of
the Eisenhower II Hotel. Cost: $8 per person.

Saturday, April 24, 2010
7 a.m. – 8 a.m.: Registration packet pick-up in the lobby of the Eisenhower II Hotel
7 a.m. – 8 a.m.: Members’ Lounge open (coffee and light refreshments will be available)

Buses load at 8 a.m. and depart promptly at 8:15 a.m. in front of the Eisenhower II Hotel.

8:15 – 11:15 a.m. — Morning Programs
1. “Rival Teams — The Abraham Lincoln and Jefferson Davis Administrations in the Civil War”  with LBG Joe Mieczkowski. New! Inside.

This presentation is based on the book Team of Rivals, by Doris Kearns Goodwin and zeroes in on Lincoln’s ability to bring
disparate groups and men into his presidency and use their talents to hold the country together. Joe will discuss Lincoln, the
country rube winning the Republican nomination for president over favorites William H. Seward, Salmon P. Chase and Edward
Bates. Once elected, Lincoln invited each to join his cabinet, both to hold the Republican Party together and to win the support of
the various groups backing each of them. This program will contrast the Lincoln Administration with that of Confederate President
Jefferson Davis. Davis and his cabinet were never able to find a strategy that would defeat the Union. Davis’ insistence on
independence, even in the face of crushing defeat, prolonged the war. Recommended Reading: Kearns Goodwin, Team of Rivals.
Note: This inside program will be presented only in the morning.  A different program will be presented in the afternoon. (Limit 45)

2. “The Fight on the Federal Right, July 2 & July 3” with LBG Sue Boardman. New! All day. One of the longest sustained fights
during the Battle of Gettysburg was for Culp’s Hill. It was probably the closest the Confederates came to winning the battle and
possibly the only mistake Gen. Meade had to put in his column. This all-day program will examine in depth the action of Culp’s Hill
on the afternoon of July 2 and the morning of July 3. Recommended Reading: Pfanz, Gettysburg: Culp’s Hill and Cemetery Hill.
This strenuous approximately five-mile walk will include some gradual hills, walks through the woods and crossing of creeks.
Please note: This is an all-day bus program. There will be a break for lunch. (Limit 45)

3. “Noise and Dignity: Did Ar tiller y Make a Difference?” with LBG Charlie Fennel. New! All day. (This program includes a morning
lecture with an afternoon field program.) Artillery played an important role in the battle — but just how important? The morning
inside lecture will focus on the role of artillery at Gettysburg, both Union and Confederate. A battlefield walk based on the
morning’s discussion will be in the afternoon. Please note: This program will be an all-day program. The morning session will be
inside; the afternoon session will be out on the field. There will be a break for lunch. (Limit 45)

4. “‘The Most Magnificent Charge of the War:’  Barksdale’s Mississippi Brigade at Gettysburg” with LBG Bob Baker. Follow Gen.
William Barksdale’s Mississippians as (late afternoon on July 2), they exploded from Seminary Ridge, smashed through Graham’s
Union brigade in the Peach Orchard and Sherfy Farm, and slammed into flanks of Brewster’s and Carr’s brigades along Emmitsburg
Road, forcing them to retreat to Cemetery Ridge. The tour will also follow Col. Benjamin Humphrey’s 21st Mississippi regiment as it
chases down Bigelow’s 9th Massachusetts Light Artilley and Malbone Watson’s Battery I, 5th U.S. We will sweep northeastward
with Barksdale’s other three regiments as they plunge into Trostle’s Thicket and meet fate at muzzles of Col. Willard Harper’s Ferry
Brigade. The tour will conclude at the Hummelbaugh House with accounts of Barksdale’s death. Recommended Reading: Pfanz,
Gettysburg: The Second Day, chapters 13 and 14. This easy tour involves much standing and/or sitting at five exits. (Limit 45)

5. “‘I Tell You We Ar e Going to Have a Fight’: The Story of the 11th New Jersey at Gettysburg” with LBG John Winkelman. New!
John will tell the story of the 11th New Jersey Volunteer Infantry and the fight at the Klingle Farm on July 2. We will meet Col.
Robert McAllister who will praise the milk given by Gettysburg cows while recovering from his wound. Maj. Phil Kearney, nephew
of the famous one-armed general, will be mortally wounded. Lt. John Schoonover will command the regiment after only 10 minutes
of fighting, as the other senior officers are wounded or killed. There will also be a surprise at the Klingle House during the tour.
Recommended Reading: Pfanz, Gettysburg: The Second Day; and Marbaker, The History of the 11th New Jersey. This strenuous
walk will be approximately 1 1/2 miles over fields, a stream, fences and park roads. (Limit 45)
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6. “Rodes Hesitates on July 2 at the Critical Moment in Front of the Key Position” with NPS Ranger Troy Harman. Robert Rodes’
Confederate division constituted the bridge of coordination between Hill and Ewell’s Corps in their coordinated attempt to
dislodge George Meade’s army from the key terrain of Cemetery Hill. Rodes’ reticence to attack West Cemetery Hill on July 2
caused Robert E. Lee’s anticipated concert of action at Gettysburg to fall apart. The tour includes a mile of walking, over moderate
terrain. (Limit 45)

7. “The for tune of war rarely places troops under more trying circumstances...” with LBG Wayne Wachsmuth. The salient at the
Peach Orchard had crushed the brigades of Brewster and Carr of A.A. Humphreys Division, but they faced not only a threat to
their left but also had the division of R.H. Anderson attacking their front. This walk will cover their attempt to hold, then withdraw
the Cemetery Ridge line. The arrival of other Federal units to patch holes will also be covered. Recommended Reading: Pfanz,
Gettysburg: The Second Day. This 1-mile easy walk will be over fields but with several fences and Plum Run to cross. (Limit 45)

8. “John Gibbon at Gettysburg” with LBG Tony Kellon. On the evening of July 1, 1863, Brig. Gen. John Gibbon led the Union Second
Corps to Gettysburg and its appointment with destiny. This tour will examine Gen. Gibbon -- the man, the soldier and the role that
he played during the battle. Recommended Reading: Pfanz, Gettysburg: The Second Day, chapters 15 and 16; Stewart, Pickett’s
Charge: A Microhistory of the Final Attack at Gettysburg; and Gibbon, Personal Recollections of the Civil War, chapter 5. This
approximately 1 1/2-mile moderate walk will be through high grass, wet and sometimes rocky ground. (Limit 45)

9. For Friends’ First Corps Members — “The Other Round Top” with LBG Tim Smith. Tim will explore the “other” Round Top trails,
folklore, fortifications, historic photos, unique rock formations, monuments and observation towers now long gone. Although
rarely visited today, Big Round Top has its own fascinating story to tell. Looming 120 feet higher than Little Round Top, the hill
played a key role in the battle. Big Round Top stood in the path of the Confederate Infantry on July 2 and was occupied by the
Union on July 3. Following the war, visitors enjoyed the view from its summit and veterans placed monuments along its slope.
Please note that we will be following the old path to the summit. This walk will include rough terrain and some strenuous activity.
(Limit 45 First Corps members and three guests)

10. “Behind the Scenes” with Board Vice Chair Barbara Finfrock and Communications and Marketing Director Dru Anne Neil. Back by
popular demand, Barbara and Dru again present a tour with a Friends’ twist (and a surprise or two). Revisit some of the Friends’
most important battlefield projects, learn about the battle action that occurred at those sites and discover why our continuing
preservation work is so important. This easy program is mostly on a bus. This program will only be offered in the morning. (Limit
45)

Lunch — 11:30 a.m. – 1 p.m. You may have lunch on your own, or join other Friends members at the Allstar Events Complex, adjacent
to the Eisenhower Hotel, for a buffet lunch of chicken, hamburgers and hot dogs. The cost is $17 per person; you must pre-register to
attend the buffet lunch.

Buses load at 1:15 p.m. and depart promptly at 1:30 p.m. in front of the Eisenhower II Hotel.

1:30 – 4:30 p.m. — Afternoon Programs
1. “Gettys’ Town” with Licensed Battlefield Guide Joanne Lewis. New! Inside. Gettysburg has a long and interesting history, but most

of us are only aware of what the town was like at the time of the battle. We will explore the physical, social and political develop-
ment of the town that James Gettys founded as well as the Marsh Creek Settlement and the Manor of Maske. Come and join
Joanne as we step back in time and explore how extraordinary this town was before the war began. Please note: This program will
be presented only in the afternoon. A different program will be presented in the morning.  (Limit 45)

2. This program continues the morning presentation of “The Fight on the Federal Right, July 2 & July 3.”

3. This program continues the morning presentation of “Noise and Dignity: Did Ar tiller y Make a Difference?”

Programs #4-9 are repeats of the morning programs.
